The objectives of this study are to describe the elementary character and
pattern of economic indicators in Thailand and Malaysia. Comparison the means of
economic indicators between Thailand and Malaysia. Graphical and time series
analyses are used to compate the economic indicators in both countries in the period
from 1983 to 1996. The economic indicators are composed of six leading indicators
namely, the value of exports, the value of imports, the trade balance, international
reserves, the money supply, and cconomic growth. The data were collected from the
-weekly magazine Far Eastern Economic Review, for every last week of the month.
This study shows that the patterns of economic indicat_ors in the two countries were
similar, with the same trend. There were dilferences in exports, trade balance, money
supply, and economic growth between Thailand and Malaysia. The values of exports
in Thailand were less than Malaysia but the values of iinports were not differences. So
the trade balance in Thailand was deficit more than Malaysia. ITowever, the average
of money supply and economic growth in Malaysia were higher than Thailand. The
international reserve was not difference. The time series analysis showed that the |
' similaf models in the two countrics were the trade balance, international reserves and
economic growth. Whereas, there were differences in exports, imports.and money

supply. In Thailand the modcls were fitted in a Tinear trend, while in Malaysia fitted 2

- quadratic.
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
