This is a docwnentary research conducting by referring to evidences of Qur.an and the
sunah and primary sources from the Qur anic exegesis. Sunnah lircratures and Seminal Figh the
f our Mazhabs. The results of study were as follow :

|. By definition, mahar was property given to a bride duc to marriage,

:2.There werc ten synonvms terms for mahar. There were Sodoq, Nilah, Uyur. Mahar,
Aligah, Uqad, ugr, Hibah, Tual, Nikah.

3. As for the principles of mahar. it was computsory for a husband to give 1o hes wite
when marriage was completed whether mentioning or rot in the contract to give a fixed amount
of wealth c.g. ten thousand bath. Even though theie was no mahar or no Mentioning of mahar in
the contract, that contract was void. However, the mahar was compulsory to be given still.

4. The dutv of a man was to 'givc mahar to woman had no responsibility for family
expenditures.

3. Mahar was the right of ownership of bribe. others had no any right on it. Any guardian
who .owncd her mahar had violated her night like whart happered during jahilivah period. Her
husband also had no right to own her mahar as well unless shie voluntarily gave i without any
coercion and deception.

6. With revards to the maximum rate of mahar, all Isiam jurists had congruently agreed

that there was no limiration resricted opon amount of property given.



7. As regard to the minimum rare of mahar. afl Telamic jurists had ditferent views 1c.,
ten Dvrham aceording to Hanal; one fowrth Danar-cquivalent to theee Dicharn according toMaliks;
and cvery vatuable things though less in their values according to Shafz; ! and Hambali.

8. Mahar was the right of owncership ot the bribe, others had no any richt on it.
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
