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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at:1) studying states of learning and teaching Islamic studies
in lower secondary Islamic private schools in the metropolitan region; 2) comparing states of
learning and teaching Islamic studies in lower secondary Islamic private schools in the
metropolitan region according to opinions of teachers with different ages, educational
background, and teaching experiences; 3) comparing states of learning and teaching Islamic
studies in lower secondary Islamic private schools in the metropolitan region according to
opinions of students with different sexes, academic and religious educational background; and
4) exploring problems in learning and teaching Islamic studies in lower secondary Islamic private
schools in the metropolitan region and proposing guidelines to address them.

The samples of this study consisted of two groups. 10 school administrators
were purposely selected for interviews and 66 Islamic studies teachers and 355 junior high school
students were randomly drawn to respond to questionnaires. The research instruments were
interviewing forms and questionnaires which included three parts: respondent’s background
information; states of learning and teaching Islamic studies in lower secondary Islamic private
schools in the metropolitan region; and problems and suggestions on how to improve and solve
the problems of learning and teaching Islamic studies in lower secondary Islamic private schools
in the metropolitan region. Statistics used for data analysis covered percentage, averages, the
arithmetic mean, t-test and F-test.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) States of learning and teaching Islamic studies in lower secondary Islamic
private schools in the metropolitan region, based on teachers’ opinions, were found moderately

carried out on the overall and individual aspect; and based on students’ opinions, found high on
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the overall and individual aspect with the exception of curriculum and curriculum implementation
which was found to be moderate and teaching material which was found to be highest

2) There were no statistical differences in opinions of teachers with different
ages, educational background, and teaching experiences on states of learning and teaching Islamic
studies in lower secondary Islamic private schools in the metropolitan region.

3) There were no statistical differences in opinions of students with different
sexes, and Islamic educational background on states of learning and teaching Islamic studies in
lower secondary Islamic private schools in the metropolitan region. However, students with
different academic educational background had statistically different opinions towards the states
of learning and teaching Islamic studies at the level of .05.

4) With respect to problems and suggestions about learning and teaching Islamic
studies in lower secondary Islamic private schools in the metropolitan region, there were main
problems of insufficiency of state of the art and modern teaching materials. Hence, there were
suggestion that in-service training program be provided to help teachers produce teaching
materials and a respective body be established to be responsible for producing teaching materials
and giving instructions for appropriate use. However some teachers solved these problems by
organizing activities to have students produce teaching materials which could be used for

teaching and learning purposes.
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
