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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the
effects of two methods presenting on closed syllakls reading of
Pratom I students with and without pre-school training and
interaction between two variables : methods preseniing aﬁd the
atudents. Furthermore. the research aimed at studying the
probahility of learning to read words and compariing the total
of learning to read words of each trial between the observed
data and predicted data. The subjects were Pratom I students
of the ecademic year 1987 which have Thai as a second languagea.
There wersz 124 subijects taken from 19 schools in Pattani Pirovince:;
62 subjects were Pratom I students with pre-aschool training and
the other £2 subjects were Pratom I students without prz -sohool

training Yhe subjects were randomly classified into four experimental



groups. Each group consistéd of 31 subjects and recieved one
experimental condition. There were # experimental conditions :
Pratom I students with pre~sechool training learn to road closed
syllable vords by Anticipation Method, Pratom I students with
pre school training learned to read closed syllable words by

~ 8tudy-Test Method: , Pratom I students without pre-school training
learned to read closed syllable words by Anticipation Method and
Fratom I students without pre--school training learned to road
closed syllable words by Study«Test Method. Insbruments were

9 closed syllable words on slides. The trial to ceriterion
technique was measured. The s¢ores woerce the number of the
trialg: a2 trial equals to ene score. The ANOVA for 2 x 2
completely randomized factorial experiment was applied to

analyze the data.

The rescarch results were as follow :

1. The subjccts who lecarnced by the Study~Test Method
learned 1lcss trial to eriterion than those who learnced by the
Anticipation Method.

2. There was no significant difference in the number
of trials between the subjects Pratom I with and without
premschool'training.

3. There was no interaction between the students and
