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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the political information exposure,
opinion towards political information through daily newspapers and political participation of
the subdistrict administration organization members and people in the three border
provinces ( Pattani Yala and Narathiwat ). The independent variables under study were sex,
age, educational level, language used in daily life, the subdistrict administration
organization membership, occupation, income, and residence.

Data for the study came from a survey research with a total sample of 765,
consisting of 365 subdistrict administration organization members and 400 residents in the
provinces of Pattani Yala and Narathiwat. The subjects were selected by the way of
multistage sampling. The data was analyzed by using the SPSS/PC+ program. Frequency
and percentages for political information exposure, opinion towards political information and
political participation were presented. Chi - square was used to test the relationship
between the independent and the dependent variables.

The findings were as follows:

1. Of the independent variables tested, only educational level and residence had

a significant relationship with political information exposure.

2. Sex, age, educational level, subdistrict administration organization
membership and occupation were found to have a significant relationship with political
participation while language used in daily life, income, and residence had no relationship

with political participation.



3. The level of political information exposure was positively related to political
participation. The higher level of political information the samples were exposed to, the

greater degree of their political participation was.

4. The opinion of the samples towards political information through daily
newspapers was found to have a significant with political participation. Those with a
negative opinion tended to have a low level of political participation, conversely, those with a

positive opinion tended to have a high level of political participation.
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
