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ABSTRACT

This research aimed 1) to develop Tribe learning on reading of Pratomsuksa five
students, 2) to compare learning achievement of student who learned by Tribe learning on reading
with traditional instruction and 3) to compare critical thinking skill of students who learned with
Tribe learning on reading with traditional instruction and 4) to measure attitudes about the
multicultural society of students instructed by the Tribe learning on reading. The samples used in
this study were 92 (2 classes) pratomsuksa five students of Anubanpattani school which were
selected by a purposive sampling. This study was experimental research with a control group. The
Measure was posttest - only control group design. The tools used in this study include 1) The
Tribe learning lesson plan on reading 2) traditional instruction lesson plans on reading 3)
achievement tests on reading 4) a measure test of critical thinking skills 5) an attitude test toward
multicultural society. The statistics used for data analysis were mean, standard deviation and T
(t - test).

The results were as follows:

1) The learning achievement of students instructed by the Tribe learning on reading was
higher than students instructed by traditional instruction with statistically significant at the .01
level.

2) The critical thinking skills of students taught by the Tribe learning to reading were
higher than students taught by traditional learning with statistically significant at the .05 level.

3) The attitudes toward multicultural society of students taught by the Tribe learning on

reading were at the high level.
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
