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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to (1) develop Virtual Classroom based on
Brain-based Learning To be effective not less than 80/80, (2) to study the learning
achievement of students After learning on Virtual Classroom based on Brain-based
Learning not less than 80 percent (3)and to study the satisfaction of the students
on Virtual Classroom. Samples consisted of 72 a first-year student of Faculty of
Education, Prince of Songkla University, who studied in the second semester of
academic year 2012, selected by simple random sampling. The research instruments
were Virtual Classroom based on Brain-based Learning, the quality assessment of
Virtual Classroom based on Brain-based Learning, competency assessment After
learning on Virtual Classroom based on Brain-based Learning, and the satisfaction
assessment. Percentage, means, standard deviation and t-test hypothesis were used
for data analysis. The study revealed that: (1) Virtual Classroom based on Brain-based
Learning had an efficiency of 87.28/85.33, which was higher than the criterion 80/80
(2) the learning achievement of students after learning on Virtual Classroom based
on Brain-based Learning were at an average score of 86.77, which was higher than
the criterion 80 (3) their satisfaction on Virtual Classroom based on Brain-based

Learning was at the high level.
