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ABSTRACT

The three main objectives of this research are 1) to study the political systems of the
Muslim countries in South East Asia: Brunei, Malaysia, and Indonesia, 2) to understand their
integration of Islam to the political system in these three Muslim countries, and 3) to
categorize the political system of these Muslim countries.

The researchers collect the data and obtain the information from the survey of the
documents regarding the concept of the Political Islam and Politics and Government in
Brunei Malaysia and Indonesia in Thai and in other languages

The findings of this research are 1) the political systems of Brunei, Malaysia, and
Indonesia are the Absolute Monarchy system (Sultanate system), federal system, and
republic system respectively and 2) the integration of Islam affect their political systems but
their background and culture bend them into their own political styles.

The recommendation of this research is that there are many Muslims and Muslim
countries in the world but there is least knowledge on politics and governments in the
Muslim world especially in Thai, the academic institutions would support and encourage the

scholars to conduct the researches in this area to fulfill the knowledge gap in our society.
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
