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Abstract

The objective of this rescarch was to study the application of
process skill in physical education teaching by physical education teachers
of primary school grade six and to draw comparisons among the teachers
with respect to the said application along the variables of sex, field of
educational qualification, and physical education teaching experience.

The research sample was 219 physical education teachers of primary
school grade six under the jurisdiction of the Office of Songkhla Primary
Education during the B.E. 2541 (1998 A.D.) academic year. The data -
gathering instrument was a questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.98.
The statistics employed for data analysis were percentage, mean, and
standard deviation, along with t-test and F-test for comparisons.

The research findings were @

1. The application at all levels by the teachers was moderate as
a whole, and high on these levels : level one, awareness of problems
and needs; level six, enthusiastic .excution of tasks; and level nine, total
evalu;ation to stimulate pride. |

2. Male teachers were found to do more of the application than
their female counterparts, except for the following levels where they as a
whole did not differ : level four, evaluation and selection of alternatives;
level seven, formative evaluation; and level eight, constant improvement.

3. Physical education teachers particularly qualified in physical
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education were found to do more of the application than those qualified in
non - physical - education areas. As a whole, this difference was found
to be statistically significant at the .01 level.

4. When comparisons were made among the physical education
teachers with three different scales of teaching experience : one to three
years, four to six years, and seven years or more, it was found that those
who had taught for seven years or more did more of the application on
various levels than the ones of the other two scales of teaching experience.
All the teachers were found to be highest on the level about enthusiastic
task excution. As a whole, no diference was found between the three scales
of teaching experience with respect to the aforementioned application among

the teachers.
