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Abstract

This research was intended to compare the literary Klonsuparp writing achievement of
Prathomsuksa Six students treated with the creative writing exercises and that of those treated with
regular writing exercises.

The sample for this study comprised 60 Prathomsuksa Six students drawn from Nasan
School under the Nasan District Office of Primary Education in Changwat Surat Thani in the second
semester of the academic year 1997. The research instruments comprised 10 lesson plans of the
literary Klonsuparp writing; 10 exercises of creative writing; 10 regular writing exercises and an
achievement test on literary Klonsuparp writing in two questions: for question 1 students were asked
to write at least a verse of Klonsuparp describing a given picture; and for question 2 students were
asked to complete at least a verse of given Klonsuparp writing. Both the questions of the test were
with difficulty coefficient of 0.3065 and 0.6221, with discriminating power of 0.4508 and 0.4811,
with poetic inter-rating reliability of 1.0000 and 1.0000, with content of 0.9965 and 0.9921, with
word choice of 0.9812 and 0.9923, with creativity of 0.9949 and 0.9942, with length of 1.0000
and 1.0000 respectively. Data were analyzed using anthmetic mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research results indicated that the overall achievement of the samples treated with the
literary Klonsuparp writing exercises was significantly higher than that of those treated with regular
writing exercises at .01 level. In addition, it was found that on one hand a literary Klonsuparp
writing of the samples treated with creative writing exercises was with a proper number of words
required in each stanza with correct rhyme, but with little tone defects, interesting contents,
corresponding to the picture described and subject to the literary Klonsuparp rules, with coherent,

well-organized contents, with appropriate choice of vivid, impressive, well-thought of words, and
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with picturesque words suited to the picture described according to the literary Klonsuparp rules.
On the other hand, the literary Klonsuparp writing of the samples treated with regular writing
exercises was also with a proper number of words required in each stanza, with correct rhyme, but

with greater tone defects and rather incoherent, confusingly organized contents; with words neither

well-chosen nor communicating ideas, though interesting.
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
