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Abstract

The purpose of this non-equivalent research was to nvestigate effects of reading
readiness practices on verbal listening discrimination of the bilingual kindergarten students.
The samples under study were 120 kindergarten students, having Thai as a second
language in their daily life. The four independent variables were those of treated with
different reading readiness practices : treated with games, treated with rhymes, treated with
tales and regular. classroom in control group. The dependent variable was the samples
verbal listening discrimination. The instruments for the research comprised a lesson plan
of experience reading readiness practice and a verbﬁl listening discrimination test with a
reliability coefficient of. 89 and.93. The Analysis of Covariance [ANCOVA] and the
tukey’s HSD test for multiple comparisons were utilized.

The finding were as follows :

1. There was no significant difference in verbal listening discrimination between
the bilingual kindergarten students treated with games and those treated with rhymes.

2. The bilingual kindergarten students treated with tales gained higher verbal
listening discrimination more than of those treated with games at .01 level of significant.

3. The bilingual kindergarten students treated with tales gained higher verbal

listening discrimination more than of those treated with rhymes at .01 level of significant.



4. The bilingual kindergarten students treated with games, treated with rhymes,
and treated with tales gained higher verbal listening discrimination than those treated with
regular classroom practices at the .01 level of significant.

5. A hierarchical order in the effects of reading readiness practices on verbal
listening discrimination was the following : reading readiness practices using tales, games,
rhymes and regular classroom practices, respectively.

6. After the treatment of reading readiness practice, the bilingual kindergarten
students attained more correct verbal listening discrimination than those before the
treatment with the significance at .01 level ; those are, verbal listening discrimination
after the treatment in all experimental groups were ranked higher than those before the

treatment.
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
