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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to investigate effects of question positions on English
reading achievement of Mathayomsuksa Two students with different levels of English ability as
well as interaction effect between question positions (the pre questions, the interspersed questions
and the post questions) and English abilities (low and high English ability).

The subjects were 180 Mathayomsuksa Two students at Muang Krabi School, Muang
District, Krabi Province, in the first semester of the 2002 academic year, selected by simple
random sampling from experimentally accessible population. The subjects then were divided into
two groups according to high and low English ability with 90 students each. Then the subjects in
each group were randomly assigned into 3 equal groups.

The study instruments were 4 lesson plans of 4 different English passages, consisting of
different question positions and 4 reading achievement tests for 4 different English passages.
Each group recieved an experimental condition. The reading achievement test for each passage
was given after the subjects finished reading each passage. The factorial 3 x 2 generalized
randomized block design fixed model ANOVA (question position X English ability) was
applied in the data analysis.

The study revealed the following results:

1. The post questions had a higher effect on English reading achievement than the
pre questions and the interspersed questions at .001 level of significance while the pre and
interspersed questions showed no different effects on English reading achievement.

2. The high level of English ability had a higher effect on English reading achievement
than the low level of English ability at .001 level of significance.

3. There was no interaction between the question positions and the levels of English

Ability.



The findings indicated that question position of reading passages for practising reading
should follow the passages.
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
