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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are 1) to study the general knowledge
about principle of Takhrij 2) to study the biography of Sheikh Dawud bin ‘Abd
Allah al-Fataniy 3) to study the general details about the book Bughyat al-Tullab
4) to learn analyze the status of Hadith texts which mentioned in the book
Bughyat al-Tullab Volume (1). This research used documentary approach.

The results of the research are as follow:-

1. The meaning of the Takhrij al-Hadith is an explanation of the
source or origin of Hadith among scholars of Hadith who had recorded the
Hadith in his Hadith’s books, with other reports originate and including
biography studies of the Hadith reporters and their classification to determine the
status or level of Hadith, The famous method has 5 ways; 1) Takhrij al-Hadith
based on the Isnad (the chain of narrators). 2) Takhrij al-Hadith based on the
phrases or keywords. 3) Takhrij al-Hadith based on the body and the meaning of
al-Hadith 4) Takhrij al-Hadith based on the general conditions of the Isnad , and
the Matn (the text of the report). 5) Takhrij al-Hadith by using information
technology.

2. Sheikh Dawud bin ‘Abd Allah al-Fataniy was born at Paret
Village beside the canel of Krue-se’s in 1769 A.D., From the beginning he
studied Islam in Pattani for 5 years then he continued his studies at Aceh for 2
years and traveled to Makkah City, took up to 30 years in his studies and then he
continued his study at Madinah City for a period of 5 years. Sheikh Dawud bin
‘Abd Allah al-Fataniy is a Muslim scholar who specializes in subjects of Figh
(Islamic jurisprudence) on Imam Shafi‘ly’s sect, in subjects of Usil al-Din (the
principle of religion) on al-‘Asha‘irah stream , and in subject of Tasawuf on al-
Shatariy’s path. He is a philosopher in Pattani, one of the many academic works.
He passed away in 1847 A.D.at Ta’if city.

3. The book Bughyat al-Tullab has its full name which is Bughyat
al-Tullab li murid ma‘rifat al-Ahkam bi al- sawab which means The Student's
Desire for who wants to know the Ahkam (Judgments) correctly. The author did
not specify the year in which he finished writing , The main content of this book
is about Figh al-‘Ibadat (provisions about religious performing) on Imam
Shafi‘iy’s sect .

4. The number of the Hadith texts in the book Bughyat al-Tullab is
152 texts, The research found 86 texts which are Hadith Sahih (authentic)
representing 56.6 per cent, 13 which is Hadith Sahih ligharihi, (Sahih due to
external factors) representing 8.6 per cent, the number of Hadith Hasan (Fair
Reports ) are 28 texts representing 18.4 per cent , the number of Hadith Hasan
ligharihi, (Hasan due to external factors) are 7 texts representing 4.6 per cent ,the
number of Hadith Da‘if (weak) are 10 texts representing 6.6 per cent , the
number of Da‘if jiddan (Very Weak) are 5 texts representing 3.3 per cent , and
the researcher found 3 texts which could not be mentioned their level,
representing 2.0 per cent.
