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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to investigate the demographic and socioeconomic factors
associated with naturc of domestic abuse to pregnant women in Pattani Province, and
to develop a model to predict the risk of the various types of domestic abuse. The |
study design is cross-sectional. The study sample comprises 611 pregnant women
attending antcnatal carc clinics in Pattani Hospital between 1 July 2002 and 21
November 2002. The responses from these subjects who agreed to partictpate were
oblained vsing a structured ¢uestionnaire. The analysis involves using chi-squarcd
tests to investigate possible associations between the domestic abuse outcome and
gach determinant, crude odds ratios, and multi ple [o_gistic regression analysis. We
found that most of the women (54.8%) sutfered some form of abuse, with 5.2%
experiencing. sexual abuse only, 20.0% experiencing sexuai and emotioﬁa.l- (but not
physical) abuse, [7.5% suffering physical abuse but not severe physical abuse, and
12.1% being severély abused physically. The strongest risk factors were the woman’s
age at marriage, education, income, having a previous partner, and her partner’s
addiction. Other factors were length of 1'elati0nshipl,_; marital status, number ol

children, card-playing hahit, and partner’s education.
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
