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Abstract

This research studied the problems and needs for a systematic planning for
media use of the teachers in vocational colleges in the Southern Region Group. The
population was 498 teachers from seven vocational colleges. 222 teachers were then
randomly selected through the use of stratified sampling technique. The scope of ther
research was set according to the six steps in teaching media planning by Hinich and
others (The ASSURE MODEL). These were the steps: analyzing learners; stating
objectives; selecting methods, media, and materials); utilizing media and materials;
requiring learners’ participation; and evaluating learners.

1. The research results revealed that the situation of planning for media use
was as follows. In analyzing the learners, the emphasis of specific basic knowledge was
on speaking, writing, and reading. Observation was used to analyze the learners and
the most important focus of teaching was the learners. In stating the objectives, the
emphasis was on the importance of the objectives. Objectives were written after the
curriculum and manuals were studied. Appropriateness and learner’ s abilities were
taken into account when the objectives were written. In selecting teaching media,
relevancy to the subject matter, lessons and objectives of media use. The subject
divisions created most of the teaching media themselves. The objectives of utilizing
teaching media and materials were to explain about the content of the lessons. The use
of teaching media was prepared prior to their use and the students were also prepped
in advance. The teachers themselves used the teaching media in their teaching. In

requiring learners’ participation, the teaching and learning activities allowed students to



practice by themselves. There were questions and answers in the process of learning.
Students were evaluated from their practice in using the media when the teaching and
learning was going on.

2. These were the problems in planning for media use. The problems of the
teachers in their use of the media were moderate. The teachers who have been
teaching less than 6 years, 6 — 10 years and more than 10 years differed in their
problems in planning for media use. The teachers who had lower than bachelor’s
degrees or bachelor’'s degrees or higher did not differ regarding problems in planning
for media use. The teachers in business administration, economics, fine arts, and liberal
arts faculties did not differ regarding problems in planning for media use. There were
no differences regarding problems in planning for media use between the teachers who
had in-service training on the use of teaching media and those who did not.

3. The needs of planning for media use were as follows. The needs for
media use of these teachers were moderate. The teachers who have been teaching
less than 6 years, 6-10 years and more than 10 years differed in their needs in planning
for media use. The teachers who had lower than bachelor’'s degrees or bachelor’s
degrees or higher did no differ regarding their need in planning for media use. The
teachers who had lower than bachelor’'s degrees or bachelor's degrees or higher did
not differ regarding their needs in planning for media use. There were no differences
between the teachers who had inservice training on the use of teaching media and

those who did not in their needs for planning for media use.
