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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research are 1) to develop the Video on Demand Lesson on
Principles of Instructional Media Utilization with the criteria of 80/80, 2) to study the academic
achievement of learners studying from the Video on Demand Lesson on Principles of Instructional
Media Utilization, and 3) to study student’ satisfaction towards the Video on Demand Lesson on
Principles of Instructional Media Utilization.

All 72 subjects of this study were simply randomed from undergraduate students from
Faculty of Education, Prince of Songkla University, Pattani Campus, attending the first semester
in the academic year 2550, and never studied the lesson on principles of instructional media
utilization before. These subjects were devided into two groups as follow: 1) 42 students for
finding the effectiveness of the lesson, and 2) the rest of 30 subjects were used to compare the
achievement in studying and satisfaction towards lesson.

The conclusions were as follows: 1) the effectiveness of the Video on Demand Lesson on
Principles of Instructional Media Utilization was 81.17/82.50, 2) the acheivement of learners
studying from the Video on Demand Lesson on Principles of Instructional Media Utilization after
studying was higher with the statistical significant .01, and 3) the satisfaction of learners towards
the Video on Demand Lesson on Principles of Instructional Media Utilization was high with the

satistical significantly .01.
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
