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Abstract

This research aims to investigate the relationship between the

i the ion of state ities’ roles, and

the basic crime and its pattems recurrent in Amphos Nongchik of Pattani
province.

The samples consisted of convicts or ex-convicts, children or youths
under probation, who committed cximinal acts during 1995-2000, and their close
kindred. Questi i " i 23 icts, and childrery
youths under probation who were charged with personal injury; to 3t of them
who were charged with larceny, and to 108 people related to each of these
convicts/ex-convicts, children/youths under probation (2 persons for each; these
included their spouse, parents, children at the age of majority, brother, sister,
grandfather, grandmother, uncle and aunt). Percentages, frequency, arthmetic
mean, Chi-square and cosfficient of correlation were used in data analysis.

It was found that the majority of the samples was single, received little
educatlon, eamed low incomes, and resided in rural areas, and those who were

married had more than 2 children. When committing wrongdoing, these convicts/
ex-convicts and children/youths under probation were reproved or admonished
by their family members, None of them came from a broken home. None of
their relatives had committed any crime, and no family members were addicted
to drugs or liquor. When young, these convicts/ex-convicts, and children and
youths under probation did not like going to school; they often cut classes, and
got moderate attention from their teachers. Those with many school pesrs and
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those with a few wers of about the same number. The majority of the samples
opined that police efficers, and village headmen, once in a while, went on patrol,
gave wamings to suspected wrongdoers, rendersd the villagers assistance and
advice for crime prevention, soived disputes, and undertook investigation for
wrongdoers. However, most samples opined that the police gave fair services to
all people equally well and that wrongdoers would be surely arrested.

With respect to crime pattems, it was found that most injured persons
were male while the i icts and

y under probation
were all male. Most cases of personal injury took place during 601 p.m.-
midnight, and most cases of larceny took ptace during 12.01-6.00 p.m. Personal
injuries taking place inside dwelling-places and in public areas were of the
same number while larceny took place only inside dwelling-places. Most cases
of personal injury involved bodily harms, and a thick stick or club was often
resorted to while most cases of larceny involved burgtary, and a gun was often
resorted to.

It was found that marital status was related to basic crime. Education,
income, residence, number of children in the family, reproof or admonishment
by family members, previous crime punishment of family members, family
backgrounds, drugs and liquor addiction of family members, liking for school,
attention from the teachers, class attendance, and number of school peers
had no relationship with basic crime.
