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ABSTRACT

This research is intended to study the relationships between
the familial factors of the information receivers in the southern
border provinces of Thailand and their behavior patterns of
mformation reception from Television of Thailand., The familial
factors included in this stady are tvpes of family, socio-econonisc
stafus. receivers’ knowledge., religtous denomination as well as
language used for in-tamily communication.

By means of the interviens based on the questionnaires, the
data are collected from 366 Thai Muslim fanulies residing in the
following locattons: Tambon Buanna, Amphoe Chana. Changwat
songkhla: Tambon La-ngu. Amphoe La-ngu. Changwat Satun:
Tambon Patae, Amphoe Yaha, Changwat Yala: Tambon
Charang. Amphoe Yaring Changwat Pattani. and Tambon
Bangpo. Amphoe Muang, Changwat Naratinwat, Chi-Square 1s
used n finding the correlations between the variables.

The sampies are found to be more of nuctear familics than
of extended families. Most of them are mainlv engaged in rubber

plaptation and fisheries. Their socio-economic status {8



remarkably low. Most of them speak Thai while some speak
‘Thai. Malav dialect or a combination of Thai and Malay dialect.
Almost all of the samples have strong faith in Islam. More than
half of them are audicnces of Television of Thatland (TVT. 11).

It 1s found that the behavior patterns of miormation
reception from Television of Thailand (TVT. 11) by That
Muslims m the southem border provinces of Thailand are at a
moderate level. Fach day at no specitic time, they spend not more
than an hour watching television (TVT. 11) at home. The
television 1s tuned in at random. Sports and entertainment
programs are most popular among the samples. Next to those
popular programs are programs that broadcast general
information and last less than 30 munutes. The majority of the
samples are able to recall only one program title: for example.
Friday Boxing (Muay Wan Suk). Bangkok-Bangkok Concert
(Concert Krungthep-Krungthep). or See You on Saturday at
Kirao Din (Phop Kan Wan Sao Thit Kao Din). The “See you on
Saturday ar Khao Din” program s most memorable among the
samples.

It is also found in this study that in-family language is the
only variable that sigmificantly corrclates with the behavior
patterns of information reception trom Television of Thatland
