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Abstract

This study has the following [our objectives 1.To study the system of Zakat during
the era of the Iloly Prophet and the right four guided Caliphs and the cra of Caliph Umar Bin
Abdul Asiz. 2.To study the system of Zakat in Muslim communities in Singha Nakorn District,
Songkhla. 3.To study the attitude ol Muslims in Singha Nakomn District towards Zakat. 4. To
study a system of Zakat that could be applied in Singha Nakorn District.

In order to gather data, a questionnaire was made by the researcher. The
questionnaire consisted of three parts. The first part was sct to ask general informaition of the
person filed in the questionnaire. The second part asked about the systern of Zakat in the
community of the informant. The third part asked the informant about their views of the
application of a system of Zakat in present day society, including open ended questions for
suggestions lowards a system of Zakat.

In this research, 72 persons werc asked to fill in the questionnaire, the spiritual
leadership (imam, koteb and bilal) of all 16 mosques in Singha Nakom District, a headmaster of
the private Islamic school in Singha Nakorn District, eight Islamic scholars, who teach Islam at
mosques and villages and 15 businessmen who should be obliged to give Zakat in Singha Nakomn

District.

This study had the following resulis:

1.Most Muslims gave Zukat on the individual basis at the time when they were obliged to do se,

most of them did not give Zakat towards an organized system of alms giving.

2 Muslims couldn’t agree whether to appoint a head of an organized system of Zakat (Amil)
or not.
3.There were two conflicting opinions about the distribution of Zakat,
3.1 The donor shouid give his Zakat to the recipient himself,
3.2 The donor should give his Zakat to tﬁe Imam for further distribution.
4, Of the people asked, 13 })cmnns (18.06 %) had a negative attitude towards an organized system
of Zakat, while 539 persoms {81.94 %) had a positive attitude towards an organized system of’
Zakat. It can he concluded that most Muslims of Singha Nakorn District feel 2 need for an
organized system of Zakat.
5.In order to arrange for an organized system of Zakat in Singha Nakorn District the following
points should be considered.
5.1 The Islamic committee of Songkhla should create awarcencess to the imam and the Islamic
committee ot each mosque in Singha Nakorn District to arrange for an organized system of Zakat,
3.2 The Islamic committee should explain the organized system of Zakat to the faithful in
their community, in order to avoid misunderstandings.
5.3 The Islamic committee of each mosque shouid set up a committee for the coilection and
distribution of Zakat, similar to the system of the Holy Prophet and execute it with transparency,
5.4 The Islamic committec should estimate the number of recipients of Zakat and the amount

each recipient should reccive.
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
