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ABSTRACT

This research aims to 1) study Islamic principles of birth control.
2) study knowledge and understanding levels about religious regulations of Muslim
women’s birth control in Muang district, Pattani province. 3) study attitudes towards
birth control of Muslim women in Muang district, Pattani province. 4) compare
Muslim women’s attitudes towards birth control in Muang district, Pattani province
according to the variables of population, economy, society, knowledge and
understanding levels of religious regulations of birth control.

This research is a documentary and field work research. The samples
in the study are married Muslim women in Muang district, Pattani province. They are
260 Muslim women who maintained their status as wives or divorced women in each
family. The instrument for the data collection is the questionnaires. The statistics used
in the analysis are percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test, one
way analysis of variance and Sheffe’s method.

The results reveal that:

1. Most of Muslim women have knowledge and understanding about
the religious regulations of birth control in the high level.

2. Muslim women who have knowledge and understanding about
religious regulations of birth control in the levels of low and medium have attitudes
toward birth control in the level of uncertainty, while the Muslim women who have
knowledge and understanding about religious regulations of birth control in the level
of high have attitudes toward birth control in the level of disagreement.

3. There are no differences in attitude among Muslim women who are

different in domicile, communities and houses, age, age at the time of marriage,

duration of marriage, number of living children, non-vocation education levels,
occupation and income.

4. There are differences in attitude among Muslim women who
are different in marital status and Islamic education, at 0.05 level of
significance.

5. There are differences in attitude among Muslim women who
are different in the level of knowledge and understanding about religious
regulations of birth control and number of children expected, at 0.001 and 0.01

level of significance respectively.
