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ABSTRACT

This research conducted in quantitative—qualitative approach at Jariya Islam
Suksa Anusorn School, Nongjik District, Pattani Province was aimed to study on opinions
of experts and guardians and school commissions in regard to the states of Integrated
Islamic teaching-learning by Thai Skill Exercises for Muslim Children Grades 1-3 at
Jariya Islam Suksa Anusorn School, and to analyze the opinions of experts in regards to the
relationship between the learning standard of Thai Skill Exercises for Muslim Children
Grades 1-3 and the learning standard of Thai language based on the national basic
curriculum of the year 2001 and its Integrated with the learning standard of Islamic studies
curriculum of the year 2003.

The samples consisted of two purposive groups. The first were 196 users
of the Thai Skill Exercises which included 7 school commissions, 144 guardians of
students grades 1-3, 40 students grades 1-3, and 5 guardians of students grades 4. The
second were 25 experts. Of these 17 were purposively selected from the vice director of
Pattani Education Service Area Office ( P.E.S.A.O ) 1, supervisors of ( P.E.S.A.O ) 1-2,
Islamic studies experts, school administrators, Thai experts with over 10 years experiences
or Islamic studies teachers with more than 5 years of ( P.E.S.A.O ) 1-3 and 8
administrators together with teachers teaching at Jariya Islam Suksa Anusorn School.

The research instruments used for collecting data were of four different
kinds: 1) questionnaires to evaluate opinions of experts, administration, teachers,
guardians, and school commissions, 2) guideline for experts and teachers to analyze Thai
Skill Exercises for Muslim Children Grades 1-3, 3) constructed interview forms for
experts, guardians of students grade 4, and school commission, and 4) un-constructed
interview forms for students grades 1-3, teachers, and guardians. Quantitative data were

analyzed using frequencies, arithmetic means, and standard deviation. Qualitative data were
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analyzed using content analysis technique. The results of these two parts were then
combined and analytically described.

The study reveals that the opinions of experts, guardians and school
commissions in regards to the states of integrated Islamic teaching-learning by Thai Skill
Exercises for Muslim Children Grades 1-3 at Jariya Islam Suksa Anusorn School, in
overall and in each aspect, are found to be high. In views of experts, they viewed that there
is high relationship between the learning standard of Thai Skill Exercises for Muslim
Children Grades 1-3 and the learning standard of Thai language based on the national
basic curriculum of the year 2001 and its integration with the learning standard of Islamic

studies curriculum of the year 2003. In addition, using Kendall's Rank Correlation
coefficient reveals positive association between by the teachers manual and the Integrated
Islamic teaching-learning by Thai Skill Exercises for Muslim Children Grades 1-3.

With regard to qualitative data, the experts viewed that the integrated
Islamic teaching-learning by Thai Skill Exercises is comparable to the text-books of the
ministry of Education and better than other texts. It integrates Islam into Muslim
community. However, it is not suitable to teach children to read some difficult words of
Thai-Arabic. To solve this problem is to teach them by reading words not by spelling.
Teachers should be trained to be mastery in Islamic integrated approach in order to help
them achieve the objectives of the curriculum and the integrated Islamic teaching - learning
by Thai Skill Exercises. Furthermore, in views of guardians and school commissions, they
are satisfied with the school achievements that provide new techniques integrated Islamic
teaching - learning. The Islamic integrated text-books should be used across subjects and
every level within the Muslim communities. Importantly, teachers better take care of
students so that their competencies should be further developed. As for students, they are
very interested in reading and doing exercises at the end of successive chapters absorbing

the intended characteristics of Aqidah, Ibadah, and good Akhlaq.
