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ABSTRACT

This study aimed 1) to examine the ethical model of Islamic studies primary
schools teachers in Narathiwat province as perceived by administrators and Islamic studies
teachers with respect to work implementation, self-practices, and interaction with others 2) to
compare means of ethical model of Islamic studies primary schools teachers in Narathiwat as
perceived by administrators and Islamic studies teachers who have different genders, ages, and
working experiences, and 3) to delineate suggestions from both administrators and teachers
pertaining to ethical model for Islamic studies primary schools teachers in Narathiwat Province.

The samples of the study consisted of 165 school administrators and 191 Islamic
studies teachers. The questionnaires used were divided into three parts. The first part was about
respondent s’ background, the second part was about ethical model of Islamic studies primary
schools teachers in Narathiwat Province with respect to work implementation, self-practices, and
interaction with others as perceived by administrators and Islamic studies teachers, and the third
part were open ended questions about suggestions pertaining to ethical model for Islamic studies
primary schools teachers in Narathiwat Province. Statistics used for data analysis covered
percentage, the arithmetic mean, standard deviation, T-test and F-test.

The results of the study are as follows:

1) In overall and in each aspect of work implementation, self-practices, and
interaction with others, the perceived levels of ethical model of Islamic studies primary school
teachers in Narathiwat Province are revealed relatively high.

2) With the exception of ages, the perceived level of administrators and Islamic
studies primary school teachers who have different genders and working experiences towards

ethical model of Islamic studies teachers are found to be different at the statistical level of .05.
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3) Suggestions in relation to work implementation are Islamic studies teachers
be committed, punctual, and accountable for the success of the assigned work. Islamic studies
teachers should also be good role models for their students, colleagues and others by means of
strictly abiding by Islamic teaching which is based on al-Qur’an and al-Sunnah. In addition, The
Islamic studies teachers should always provide help to their students, colleagues and others;
construct good rapport with others; and be generous to their students, colleagues and others in

their communities.
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
