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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are aimed at 1) To studying the behaviors of
learning-teaching of the Islamic studies teachers in Elementary Schools, Narathiwat Educational
Service, Region Two, in the aspects of instructional preparation, of activities, of using teaching
aids, of ethical cultivation, as well as of evaluation; 2) To compare teaching behaviors of Islamic
Studies teachers in Elementary Schools, Narathiwat Educational Service, Region Two, whose
backgrounds in genders, ages, academic qualification, teaching professionals, Islamic studies
qualification, as well as the teaching experiences are different.

The samples used in this study are 1) The qualitative data taken from the five
elementary school directors, Narathiwat Educational Service Office, Region Two, are interviewed
in depth; 2) The quantitative data through which the questionnaires taken form the eighty-six
Islamic Studies Teachers of Elementary Schools were precisely conducted.

The research instrument used collecting data, interviews, and questionnaires, are
divided into two parts. Part one: it concerns with general questions about the respondents. Part
two; it deals with the behavior of learning-teaching Islamic studies. The statistics used in data
analysis involve percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The results of the study 1) Over all, the level of learning-teaching behavior of
the Islamic studies teachers in Elementary Schools, Narathiwat Educational Service Office,
Region Two, are at a high level in all aspects, except for the moral cultivation, it is in the highest
level; 2) It is found that there are no statistical differences of teaching behavior of Islamic Studies
teachers in elementary schools, Narathiwat Educational Service Office, Region Two, whose
genders, ages, academic qualification, teaching qualification, Islamic Studies qualification as well

as the teaching experiences are different.
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There were no statistical differences of Islamic Studies Teachers in teaching
behaviors with different genders. However, there were statistical differences at the level of .01 in
the state of learning-teaching behaviors.

There were no statistical differences of Islamic Studies Teachers in teaching
behaviors with different ages. However, there were statistical differences in ethical cultivation at
the level of .05

There were no statistical differences of Islamic Studies Teachers in the state of
teaching behaviors with different Islamic Studies qualifications accept in the state of the

instructional preparation which had the statistical differences at the level of .05
