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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to analyze the principles and processes of learning from
Surat al-Luqman and to delineate guidelines for the development of Thanawiyyah syllabus of the
Islamic private schools in Narathiwat province. The mix-method was utilized in collecting
various sources of data i.e., al-Qur’an, al-Hadith, texts, and related researches. The interview was
also conducted with the Heads of Academic Divisions, Heads of Subject Groups and teachers.

The study is revealed that the principles of learning are based on ‘Aqidah (faith),
‘Ibadah (worship) and ’Akhldq (ethics) while the processes of learning are relied on intellectual,
spiritual, and behavioral aspects.

The study provides some guidelines for the Islamic private schools as follows :

1) The school of *Ahl al-Sunnah wa al-Jama‘ah should be adopted when
teaching ‘Aqidah and al-Shafi‘T’S school ofFigh (Jurisprudence) should be followed when
dealing with SharT ah (Islamic Law). Rather, the child centered approach should be performed in
teaching Islamic ethics.

2) The process of learning should be emphasized on cognitive domain
through “T‘alim”, attitude domain through “Tarbiyah”, and psychomotor domain through
“Ta’dib”

3) There are three approaches of learning and teaching process which
could be drawn from the Surat al-Lugman. They are Maw'izhah (Advicing) al-Targhib
(motivating) and al-Tarhib (threatening), and al-Namuzaj (modeling). These approaches are in

accord with Lugman’s teaching principles which are based on ‘Aqgidah, ‘Ibadah and "Akhlaq.
