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| Abstract

The aims of this study are (1) to study the attitude of the Ulama in the
southérn border provinces of Thailand towards the of Allah from viewpoints of Salaf
and Khalaf (2) to study the attitude of the Ulama in southern border provinces of
Thailand in terms of the different idea towards the viewpoints of Salaf aﬁd Khalaf ,
(3) to study the attitude of the Ulama in southern border provmces towards the social
conflict which is caused by the different idea of the viewpoints of Salaf and Khalaf ,
(4) and to study the solution of social conflict in southern border provinces which is
caused by the difference of the idea of the viewpoints of Salaf'and Khalaf .

A total of 27 subjects were chosen as sample for the study: four educated
persons represented by the Ulama Pattani Daruslam , five educated persons who were
" delegatedby the Islamic Provincial Courcils, three doctorate degree holders in Islamic
| studies who live in the southern border provinces of Thailand and 15 educated
persons who were delegated by Islamic private schools with the highest number of
students in each provmce . The research instrument for data gathenng was the
questionnaire drafted constructed .by the researcher. Two sets of questionnaire
designed and written by the researcher were used as the research instrument. The first
set consisted of two parts. Part I was set to ask the general information of the samples,
whereas part II in the quc'sti-o'nnaire dealt with the.educatio_nal background of the

samples. The second set of the questionnaire consisted of the quesﬁons Iupgrading

their attitudes with opportunities to express their views openly.

The data were analyzed using the statistical techniques as percentage and arithmetic
means.

Results of the study as follows:

1. The Ulama in the southern border provinces agree with the viewpoints of
Salaf in the earlier of the Salaf Salih (The first three Islamic centuries) but they have
different idea in the viewpoints of the Salafia Ulama in the next generation.

2. The majority of the Ulama in the southern border provinces agrees with the
viewpoints of Khalaf,

3. The attitude of the Ulama in the southern border provinces was the

3.1 The differences of the viewpoints were caused by.the difference of

interpretation of the Quran and Hadith with indistinct meaning.

3.2 The nature differences; of the viewpoints were academic and in
presentation and interpretation of the meaning of the Quran and Hadith with indistinct
meaning.

4. The Ulama in the southern border provinces disagreed with the conflicts in
the society, which were caused by the differences of viewpoint.

5. The solutions of the conflict among the people in the society were the
following

5.1 Return to the original sources in Quran and Hadis.

5.2 Return to the sources in viewpoints of Salaf in the era of Salaf
Salih in the period of the first - three Islamic centuries.

5.3 Follow the ideology of Islamic brotherhood.

5.4 Organize regular meeting to consult with each other on the issue.

3.5 Establish a newly organization or use the organizations to

coordinate for mutual cooperation.
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5.6 Develop and extend the Islamic studies and general education to
the society.

5.7 Accept the different - " ideas of each other and to eliminate the

conflicts,

5.8 Improve the curriculum in the teaching and learning of Tawhid
