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ABSTRACT

This research aimed 1) to examine the actual instructional roles of Islamic
studies teachers in primary schools in Yala province with regard to syllabus and its application,
instructional activities, teaching materials, and measurement and assessment, 2) to examine
expected instructional roles of Islamic studies teachers in primary schools in Yala province with
regard to syllabus and its application, instructional activities, teaching materials, and measurement
and assessment, 3) to compare the actual and expected instructional roles of Islamic studies
teachers in primary schools in Yala province in accord with their sexes, ages, academic
backgrounds, and experiences, and 4) to propose suggestions about the expected and actual
instructional roles of Islamic studies teachers in primary schools in Yala province.

Seven Islamic studies teachers were purposively selected for interview purposes
and 137 Islamic studies teachers were randomly selected for questionnaire response purposes. The
research instruments were the interview form and questionnaires. There were three main parts of
the questionnaires. The first part was about general information. The second part was about the
expected and actual instructional roles of Islamic studies teachers in primary schools in Yala
province. The last part was about suggestions on expected and actual instructional roles of Islamic
studies teachers in primary schools in Yala province. Statistics used in this study was based on
percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard deviation.

The results of the study are as follows:

1) The perceived levels of the actual instructional roles of Islamic studies
teachers in primary schools in Yala province, in overall and in each aspect, are moderate with the

exception of the instructional activities which are high.
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2) The perceived levels of expected instructional roles of Islamic studies teachers
in primary schools in Yala province, in overall and in each aspect, are high.

3) In overall and in each aspect, the perceived means between the actual and
expected instructional roles of Islamic studies teachers in primary schools in Yala province, which
are compared across sexes, ages, academic backgrounds, and experiences, are not different.

4) The proposed suggestions are to amend syllabuses to suite learners’ needs and
capacities; to provide poor students with extra class; to produce Islamic studies teaching material
in Thai language; to implement an authentic evaluation and assessment; and to provide profession

training pertaining to instructional methods.
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
