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ABSTRACT

This research aims at studying and analyzing ethical principles as stated in
Stirat al-Hujurat of al-Qur’an. While conducting the work the researcher depended on
documents relating to the ethical precepts, Tafsir (Qur’anic Interpretation), al-Hadith
and general distinguished Muslim scholars’ views.

The research found that:

Siirat al-Hujurat is one of Qur’anic chapters that contain valuable teachings on
which many Islamic provisions are based. The contents of the Surat mainly focus on
the ways to found a society based on moral and ethical principles. Readers who
profoundly and thoroughly studied and scrutinized this Stirat would clearly grasp and
highly appreciate the miracle of the Qur’anic teachings. The Sirat calls all Muslims
and believers to be humble and subservient to God (Allah), Almighty, and polite and
loyal to their Prophet, leadership and other Muslims. They are also commanded to be
amiable and polite to all other religious and ethnic groups living in the same
community. By adopting Qur’anic moral and ethical teachings a family or society
would verily enjoy happiness . No basic human rights would be violated, nor his
honor left unattended. All will experience a better life with the help of the teachings.
The Surat similarly teaches that peace and security will prevail a society only when
its members learn how to live together on moral and ethical basis. The success of
human beings result from practicing what God commands and abstaining from what
He forbids. Some of the ethical traits mentioned in Siirat al-Hujurat are as follow:

1. Strictly following commandments of Allah , Almighty , And the
instructions of Prophet Mohammad(Peace be upon Him) in carrying out worldly and
religious affairs without argument. 2. No retortion at the presence of the Prophet
(Peace be upon Him).3. The Prophet (Peace be upon Him) should not be Disturbed at
any inappropriate moment. 4. Do not believe news spread by sin doers. 5. Be loyal to
the Prophet (Peace be upon Him) and ardently stick to the faith. 6. The need to rely
on mediation and reconciliation in time of quarrel and contest among Muslim
believers. 7. Do not mock at one another, do not insult yourselves, and do not call
others by names or labels with which they are not satisfied. 8. Do not look at others
with doubtful eyes, do not spy on others, and keep away from backbiting others. 9.
Create creative friendship and relationship with other human beings. 10. Sacrifice in
the way of God, fulfill your promise, and do not lie. A Muslim society which learns,
and bases its existence on, these traits will definitely be happy and prosperous. As a
matter of fact, all the above—mentioned ethical principles stated in Strat al-Hujurat
are only a part of Qur’anic moral and ethical teachings. Other chapters of Qur’an also
offered other varied Islamic ethical precepts in different contexts in order to create an
ideal Islamic society, and make Muslims pious and loyal servants of Allah, Almighty.
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
