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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the Prophet Muhammad %’s models
and methods of teaching in the Holy Qur’an, Hadith and from Muslim scholar’s opinions.

The findings indicated that 1) The model of his teaching was divided into two
forms, namely ; individual and collective. 2) The Prophet Muhammad %2 s methods of teaching
were prominent and various, including explanation, demonstration, discussion, practicing and
training, questioning, advice, Targhib and Tarhib, comparison and story telling. 3) The Prophet
Muhammad %€ °s techniques of teaching were also prominent and various. They were
techniques of step by step, taking care of student differences, evocation, using teaching aids,
friendliness, joyfulness, quietness and agreement, vowing, repetition and an opportune moment.

The findings also indicated that the Prophet Muhammad “ﬁ”‘j% did not use only
certain methods and techniques throughout his teaching, but he applied various methods of
teaching in accordance with the content of each subject and situation. Therefore, his methods and

techniques of teaching were perfect, relevant and applicable to date.
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
