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ABSTRACT

This study was a survey research which was aimed to 1. Study degrees of
problems of the teaching and learning of Islamic studies in the Curriculum of Islamic
Studies of 1997(Ibtidaiyah) at a lower secondary education in schools in the municipality
of three southern border provinces of Thailand according to the opinion of the school s
chief of the academic affairs and Islamic studies teachers. 2. Study problems of the teaching
and learning of Islamic studies in the Curriculum of Islamic Studies of 1997 (Ibtidaiyah) at
a lower secondary education in schools in the municipality of three southern border
provinces of Thailand according to the opinion of school administrators. 3. Find out
recommended solutions and type of the educational provision in the Curriculum of Islamic
Studies of 1997(Ibtidaiyah) at a lower secondary education in schools in the municipality
of three southern border provinces of Thailand. Populations of the study were as follows;

Six of school administrators were selected for the interview and 12 of the chief
of the academic affairs and 92 Islamic studies teachers were selected to fill the

questionnaires. Instrument of the study were questionnaires and interviews.

The findings were as follows;

1. According to the opinion of the head of the academic affairs and Islamic
studies teachers, the findings were indicated that degrees of problems of the teaching and
learning of Islamic studies in the Curriculum of Islamic Studies of 1997 (Ibtidaiyah) at a
lower secondary education in schools in the municipality of three southern border provinces
of Thailand were generally at the moderate level.

2. According to the opinion of school administrators in four expects, the
findings were showed that problems of the teaching and learning of Islamic studies in the

Curriculum of Islamic Studies of 1997 (Ibtidaiyah) at a lower secondary education in
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schools in the municipality of three southern border provinces of Thailand were as such: 1.
With regards to the problem relevant to curriculum implementation, it showed that the
Curriculum of Islamic Studies was not consistent with learners and current situations. 2.
With regards to a problem relevant to teaching and learning, it showed that teacher s
techniques of teaching were primitive not varied. 3. With regards to the problem relevant to
teaching aids, it showed that there were few teaching aids on Islamic studies 4. With
regards to a problem relevant to the measurement, it showed that there were very few
problems since the measurement had been done in accordance with the standards state in the
curriculum.

3. With regards to recommended solutions of problems of the teaching and
learning of Islamic studies in the Curriculum of Islamic Studies of 1997 (Ibtidaiyah) at a
lower secondary education in schools in the municipality of three southern border provinces
of Thailand, schools administrators were of the opinion that the Islamic study curriculum
should be the continuity of primary and secondary educations and that curriculum should
learners and local needs. There should be annual training of educational personnel as well
as school administrators. In addition, Local Administrative Department should clearly
understand the context of Islamic studies instructional activities. With regards to
recommended solutions from chiefs of academic affairs and Islamic study teachers, the
findings were indicated that the curriculum development should be based on learners

authentic abilities by emphasizing on both theoretical and empirical knowledge.
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
