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ABSTRACT

The aim of this thesis is to study the realigtentification related to
the mandatory operation which emphasized on “Akyah Al-khasah” in Yaha
District, Yala Province. The researcher had studmde relevant references and
researches in order to gain accurate informatigarding the private mandatory and
properties.

For field study, the sampling group were 400 pedarcluding
religious leaders (Imams), committee of the mosgkieswledgeable people in
Islamic Family Law, couples, and widows. Originallgose people are from Yaha
District, Yala Province.

The questionnaires had been divided into 4 parts:

Part 1. Personal information: age, sex, and occupation,

Part 2: Information concerning the witnesses (Walee) apardo the
marriage of single femadesl widows.

Part 3: Information concerning the responsibility in tadicare of
children both who attairdado not attain maturity.

Part 4. Information concerning orphan’s properties manag&nand
disable children.

The results of the study revealed that:

1. Walee operation in Muslim
society was correct according to Islamic Law whias stated in Figh textbooks,
especially the rights of Walee in organizing amage. Anyway, Fathers were able
to manage the marriage for their children 90.8#tich was corresponded in
accordance with Islamic principles.

2. Married couples’ responsibility to family sv@3.8%, yet in case of a
divorce, mothers had more responsibility than fethe look after the children 69.3%.
Also in financial support, 51.5%, mothers had gsegiport more than fathers, while
fathers only 30.5%.

3. The study showed that Muslim society still latlkeecurate
knowledge and understanding in properties guané.résults revealed that 39.5%
was fathers’ responsibility concerning this mattelipwed by grandfathers’ 16.8%,
and the person who specifically appointed by thiecis 7.5%.
