This resesrch was_intended ta investigate'S areaé of tﬁe
commuﬁity'service activities conducted in the secondary schools, namely
those concerning genérai academic and vocational knowledge, public health
cuiture, recresbion and information dissemination, in order to (1}
determine the level'and frecquency of such community service activities,
.(2) compare the ratio of two school types: those within and without

the rural devélopment projects and c31. investigate and éompare the level
of the at.bitudes towerds those activities of the school administfators

in terms of their socio-economic status (sex, age, educaticpal éttainﬂent
and work experience); schocl size, school location, claés ievel offered,
school types; and (43 - investigate the extents of probléms and issuesbof
community service activities éonducted in such secondary schools. The
subjects under study were 162 school administrators in secondary schools.
in the Scuth of,Thaiiand un&er the Departmeni of General-Education.in Lthe
1980 academic year. The instrument for the data collection comprised
_rating-scale questionnaire on attitudes towards community service
activities, with its reliability ccefficient of .95 and questionnaire on

the level of community service activities conducted.
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In the data analysis, the statistical procedures used wers percentags,

grithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, z-tesh, cne-way ANCVA and

Tukey’s pebhod for post hoc multiple comparisons.

The research resulls were as follows:
1. The compunity service activities conducted in the secundary

schocls under the Department of General Education were at a moderate

2. The sscondary schools conducted the highest community service
sotivities censecutively in @ a commdn market fair: general academic 3nd
voeational knowledge: village diug fund; folk mussums sports aﬁdjgames;
culﬁure, Toud Speaker tower for information disseminabion. Mesnwhile;
the users consumed the community service éctivities and concentrated
aonsecutively on ﬁhe cooperative stores;.general academic and vocational

inowledge: clean water; meshtine place; recreational centers; library

mobile-unit services.

3. The secondary schools within the rural development project_
conducted more community service éctivities than those wiihcut_the project
sb the .Qi'level in subh areas as training and demonstration of mechanics;
carpenﬁry, mésonry, and metal works; tools for vocational purposes and
library-serﬁices; medical examination provided by public heaith”perspnnel;
village drug.fund; dissemination of pubiic health-related information and
loud~speaker tower. CAlso true at the .05 level of significance were with
these service activities conducted in secondary schOdESf‘training and
demonstration of art educabtion, electrical works and @ireless;-ieadershiﬁ
in the establishment of vocat ional-cooperative interest groups; displays

of ant i-aIDS campaigns, drus abuse, natural calamity; and postal services.
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4. The attiludes towards all areas of the community service
activities conducted in the secondary schools were at a high level,
.eXCept_assistanée and services Lo patients at a moderate level.

5., Form Lthe comparalive resﬁlt, the =cheool administratofs.
in schools within the.rural defelopment project showed higher.attitudes
towards the actifities_than their counterparts in schﬁois without, thé
rural development, project at the .05 level, This'was also trﬁe %ith the
school size._ That is, those administrators in sma11—size_Sch9o1s showed
higher level of the atiitudes towards servibe activities than thqse in
medium-size éohoéls.at the .65-1e€el of significance.

However, there.was no significant difference in atiitudes towards
compunity service aétivities bet?een'school administrators élassified by
562, age, educational attainment, work experience, schocl location, and
class level éffered.. |
