This research was intended (1) Lo determine the level
- of valuing and performance of the Village Health Volunteers
in 8 activities of Primary Health Care in Changwat Phatthalung:
Health Education, Control of Communicable Diseases, Imﬁunity
Suppiementing, Maternal and_Child Health and Family Planning,
‘Medicine Supplies Procurement, Nutrition Supplementing,
Treatment of Frequently Found Diseasés; and Environmental
Sanitation and Clean Water'Provisinn; and (2) to determine
the differences in their valuing and performance concerning.
the Primary Healih Care Activities of Village Health Volunteers
by their educational attainment, occupation, contacts with
health workers, and work experience. Also their work problens
. and obstacles were investigated and suggestions pertineni io
their.pefformance were collected.

The subjects under study were 212 village Health
Volunteers in Changwat phatthalung, who had received ﬂhe
inservice training during the 1978-1991 period. The

instrument. for the data collection was 44-item, rating scale

questionnaire concerning 5 levels of valuing and performance
of the Primary Health Care‘ActiVities : highest, high,
moderate, low, and-insignificaﬁt. The questionnaire on the
valuing of the Primary Health Care Activities had the
discriminant power ranging from 1.14 to 5.02, with its
.reliabitity.coefficient of .94, while the gquestionnaire on
the performance of the Primary Health Care Activities had
the discriminant power ranging from 0:89 te 8.05, with its
reliability coefficient of .24. 1In the data snalysis,
the statistical procedures used were percentage, mean,
standard déviation, t—test, FQtest, ANOVA and Scheffe’Method
for all paired-variable eompafisons. |

The research findings were as follows:

1. In valuing each Primary Health Care Activities
and in combination as overall, the village Health Volunteers
in Changwat Phatthalung rated the vulues of the Primary Healtih
Care Activities at moderate l1level. The Village Health.
Voiunteers heid their performance at moderaté level in Control
of Communicable Diéeases, Immunity Supplermenting, Nutrition
Supplementing, aﬁd Environmental Sanitation and Clean Water
Provision: however, Health Educalion, Maternal and Child Health
and Family Planning, Medicine Supplies Procuremeﬁt, and Treatment
of Frequently Found Diseases were performed at low leﬁel.

2. The Village Health Volunteers with cover 12 contacts
per year with health workers valued the antrol of Cﬁmmunicable

Diseases significantly higher than that of those with under 12

contacls per year. Concerning their performance, the Village
Health Volunteers with over 12 Contacts per year significantly
performed higher in activities of Control of Communicable
Diseases, Immunity Supplementing, and Nutrition Supplementing
than those with less than 12 contacts per year. In contrast,
the Village Health Volunteers with 12 contacts per year
significantly performed ﬂediéine Subplies Procurement mare thah
those with over 12 contacts per year and less than 12 contacts
per year at the .05 level. Concerning their oécupation,'
educatiénal_attainment and work experience, there was no
significant differenée in their performance iﬁ the Primary Health
Care Activities,

Furthermore, ample data on the probleﬁs and obstacles
in ﬂhe Primary Health Care_Adtivities including suggestions
for the sclution to such problems were given for the benefit

of further work development.
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
