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Abstract

The purpeses of this study were Lo investigate
the levels of Primary School teachers’ Performance in
School-Community Relations in Changwat Songkhla.

The sampling subjects under the study consisted of

438 teachers randomly taken from the Primary Schools
of Changwalt Songkhla in the 1992 academic year.
Independent variables under the present study

were (11 domicile, (2) residence, (3) work experiences,
14y weeklyteaching loads, and (5) teaching experiences
ab the exiting purposedly organized school whereas

Lhe dependent ones were those who were in action

in school-community relations in terms of (1} their
school public relations, ¢2) community services,

{3y participation in community activities,

v4) opportunity for joining school activities



by ecommunity member and (5) promotion of school
relations with communities and other organizations

The instrument for data collection was a
questionaire comprising three parts : Part I dealing
with checkiiat of the respondents’ general information;
Part. IT a rating scale questionnaire on the levels
of teachers’ performance of school-comamunity relations
in five areas of school-communily relations including
the content validity and reliability values of the
38 items questionaire which were of .97 and .95 and
Part III containing those of problems difficulties
and suggestions with opened guestions. The data were
then analyzed in line with the statistics of
percentage, arithmatic meen, standard deviation,
a t-test, and F-test by a one-way ANOVA, and the
Scheffe, method for multiple variable comparison.

The research results were as follows :

1. The performance by the Primary School
teachers' of Changwat Songkhla with regard to
participation in commnunity activities was found
at high level while those with regard to school
puplic relations, community services, opportunity
for joining school activities of community

and promotion of school relabtions with community

and other organizations were at medium level.

2. There was no significant difference with
regard to the performance by teachers who were different
in terms of residence, weekly teaching loads and
teaching experiences al existing purposedly
organized schools. However, there was a significant
difference at .05 loavel of the performance in
participation in comnmunity activities by the
teachers who were different in domicile in terms
of their school public relations,participation in
community activities and promoction of school
relations with communities and other organizations,
and there was a significant difference alt .05 level
of the performance by the teachers who were
different in terms of work experiences with regard
Lo the participation in period of 11-20 years of
work experiences weré'found at a higher level then
those who have got the work experiences of less
than 10 years.The other pairs of work experiences
were not different.

3. The problems and difficulties were
identified as follows.

The teacher have had overloads of work so
they found neo time for the work on school-community

relations, lack of school supplies and equipments



and lack of sufficient planning and cooperating.
Moreover, Lhe teachers were not specialist,

nor experts . The community members wvere

still peoor, fully occupied by their oun work
and hardly found time {or participation in
school activities. In addition, the public
relations were not effective.

Suggestion on the basis of the aforesaid
problews and difficulties are as follovws.

The competent Leachers should be recrevited;
the regquired teaching meterials should be provideds
the school public relations should be effectively
operated and the mutual cooperation Dbetween
schools and comwunity with no exception of other

organizations should be put into operation.
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
