The purpose of this reserce wasd 1) to compare creativity in painting of Prathomsuksa
Six students before ane after treated with the use of painting activity from creative handouts 2)
to compare creativity m painting of Prathomsuksa Six students before ane afier treated with
traditional teaching method and 3) to compare creativity in painting between of Prathomsuksa
Six students treated with the use of painting activity from creative handouts and those treated
with traditional teaching method. The subjects of this study were sixty Prathomsuksa Six
students in the second semester of 2001 at Chareonsrisuksa School. They wererandomly
classificd info twogroup: experimental group and controlled group. The instruments were test
on crearivity, lesson plans using painting activity fromereative handouts, aritmeric data analysis,
standard deviation and t-test. The reserch findings were as follows:

1. Thestudents’ creativity after treated with the use painting activity fromcreative
handouts sigmficantly increased at .001.

2, 'T'he students’ creativity after treated with treated with traditional teaching
methods significantly increased at .03,

3. 'The students’ creativity after treatcd with the use of painting activity from creative
hancouts incresed their creativily higer than thosc treated with traditional teaching methods at
