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ABSTRACT

This research is intended (1} to investigate the levels of organization of
students’ activities to develop democratic leadership, {2) to compare such tevels of
organization, and (3} to investigate problems and issues in organizing students’
activities. The study is based on the perceptions of primary schoal teachers under the
Ofttice of Primary Education in Changwat Yala.

Through a muliistage sampling, 340 subjects are drawn from 2,285
In-service teachers n primary schools under the Office of Primary Education in
Changwat Yala. The independent variables are the teachers’ attributes which include
democratic leadership, working experience, school size and level of instruction, The
dependent variable is the organization of students’ activities to develop democrartic
leadership, which includes four main areas: respect, unity, discernment and
democracy. In collecting the data, a five-scale guestionnaire is used. The reliability of
the section on primary schocl teachers’ democratic leadership is 0.87 and that on the
organization of students’ activities is 0.97. The data are analyzed using percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test and Scheffe” *s method for pairwise

differences



The research findings are as follows:

1. Overall, the organization of students’ activities to devalop democratic
leadership 1s at a high level. The organization of activities in the areas of respect,
unity and democracy is also at a high level while that in the area of discernment is at
a mocderate lavel,

7 As perceived by the teachers who have different working experiences,
work in schools of different sizes and teach studer;ts of different levels, the level of
organization of students’ activittes in ail four areas is not significantly different. The
level of organization by the teachers with different levels of democratic leadership is
significantly different; that is, the teachers whose democratic leadership is of a high
level have a higher level of organization than those whose democratic leadership is of
moderate and low levels. The teachers with a moderate level of demccratic
leadership have a higher level of organization than those with a low level of
demacratic leadership. The significant ditference is at the level of 071

3. As perceived by the teachers, the problems and issues in organizing
students’ activities tc develop democratic leadership include Thai-Muslim students’
conviclion that “Wai® or any manifestation indicative of reverence to anything
symbolizing the Nation and the Monarchy is sinful, the teachers’ lack of knowledge
and understanding to organize instructional activities using group process, and the
schools™ lack of self-access rasources for the students.

Based on the findings, the researcher would suggest that more selt-
access resouices be provided by the Office of National Primary Education
Commission, that school administrators invite experts on lslam to teach Muslim
students when and where proper respect is due, and that the teachers be encouraged
to set good examples for the students as well as to attend training on group process

{eaching to increase their efficiency in organizing students’ activities.
