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ABSTRACT

This research is intended to investigate the
behavior of outstanding teachers in teaching the area of
life experiences in primary schools under the Office of
National Primary Education GCommission in Educational
Region ITI in Four areas; namely, teaching preparation,

organization of instructional activities, use of
instructional aids, and measurement and cvaluation.

The population of this study consisls of twelve
Leachers of the area of life experiences., who are awarded
outstanding teachers In the 1992-1994 academic years. All
of " Lhem are teachers in primary schools under the Office of
National Primary Education Commission In Educstional

Region III. In <c¢ollecting the data, a teaching-observation



form, the reliabiliLy of which is 0.96, and an interview
form are used. Percentage is used in data analysis.

The research findings are as follows:

1. With respect to teaching preparation, it is
found that Outstanding teachers have developed elaborate
lesson plans Which include well-defined concepts, contents,
objectives, instructional activities as well as measurement
and evaluation. Each component of the plan is harmoniously
organized., With respect to organization of instructional
activities, questions are posed and/or situations are
presented as lead-in to the lessons, coupled with reviews of
previous lessons as well as Intergration of other subjects
related to the area of life experiences. A good classrcom
atmosphere is nicely established through the teacher’
pleasant and friendly personalities and positive relationship
with the students. Ample attention has been pald to each
student., With respect to use of instructional aids, suitable
aids have been specified in Lhe lesson plans and are in
accordance with the objectives, contents, and instructional
activities. Access to instructional aids is aopen Lo all
students. Assignment cards, external readings, experiment
sets, and flash cards are most frequently used. With respect
Lo measurement and evaluation, students’  performances are

assessed through observation, fLask assignments, written



tests and interviews. Students’ knowledge, attitudes as well

as application of process skills are evalualted.

2. The problems of teachers in Teaching the area
of life experiences include the following: the Teachers do
not have enough time for teaching preparation; Che students
are unable to apply process skills to their learning, which
would otherwise enable them to think. do task asslgnments
and selve problems; instructional aids necessary {n teaching
certain contents are insufficient; the schooly lack of
budget to gel instructional aids supplied; the teachers lack
Time to construct measurement and evaluation tools; and in
each semester the teachers cannot consfruct adequate pre-test
and past-test tools. The respondents have also suggested
Lhat a workshop on preparation of lesson plans, application
of process skills and instructional alids producticn be

crganized, and that a co-production of instructional aids as

well as a conslrucbtion of measurement and evaluation tocls

be encouraged among groups of schools,
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
