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ABSTRACT

This research is intended to mvestigate the relationships between
attitude towards Thai subject, interest in the mass media, and
expectations for further study and achievement in learning Thai amongst
Prathomsuksa Six students in Changwat Krabi. Through a multistage
sampling, 378 subjects are drawn from Prathomsuksa Six students in the
second semester of the 1995 academic year from schools under the Office
of Primary Education in Changwat Krabi. The instruments used consist
of an attitude scale, a questionnaire and 3 achievement tests. The
reliability of the attitude scale on Thai subject is .8767. The
questiomnaire consists of twowparts: Part I is a S-scale rating, the
reliability of which is .8264, and Part I1 is a 4-scale rating, the reliability
of which is .9472. The three achievement tests contain items with 4
alternatives, the reliability of which is .8146, .7083 and .7093,
respectively. The data are analyzed using Pearson’s Coefficient of
Correlation. '

The findings are as follows:

1. The subjects’ attitudes towards the study of Thai have a
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positive correlation with their achievement in leamning Thai at the .001
level of significance. The correlation coefficient is .2359; that is, the
refationship is at a low level.

2. The subjects’ interest in the mass media has a positive
correlation with their achievement in learning Thai at the .001 level of
significance. The correlation coefficient is .4613; that is, the relationship
is at a moderate level.

3. The subjects” expectations for further study have a positive
correlation with their achievement in learning Thai at the .001 level of
siglﬁﬁcmce. The correlation cocfficient is \7041; that is, the relationship
is at a high level.
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
