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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to study the levels of problems in
teaching Thai of Prathomsuksa four teachers in the elementary schools under
the Office of Yala Primary Education. Problems were analyzed under 7
categories : content, instructional planning, organizing teaching-learning
activities, facilitating classroom environment, instructional media, measurement

-and évaluation, and remedial teaching. (2) To compare the problems of
Prathomsuksa four teachers whose teaching experience, academic major, and
training experience in teaching basic Thai language were different. (3) To
compile problems and suggestions in Thai teaching-learning procedure.

The samples of the study were 158 Prathomsuksa four teachers of Thai
from the Office of Yala Primary Education during the academic year 1996
(B.E. 2539). The instrument used to collect data was a 5- scale rating
questionnaire. The statistical analysis of the data was performed by frequency

| distribution, percentage, means, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.”

The research findings were as follows :

1. The level of teaching problems of the Prathomsuksa four teachers of
Thai in Changwat Yala was moderate.

2. The teachers who had different teaching experience or different
~ training in teaching basic Thai language showed similar problems in teaching.
3. The teachers who graduated in different academic majors -

demonstrated different problems in teaching at the level of significance of .0L.



Thus, the teachers who graduated in other majors faced more problems tha;l
those who graduated in Thai major. '
4. The Prathomsuksa four teachers expressed the following problems
and suggestions. With regard to the content, some lessons were too difficult or
too extensive, and unsuitable to local situation. The teachers suggested a
special curriculum suitable to the region, and a decrease in the amount of
content. | As for instructional planning, the teachers were not able to do it
continuously and did not know how to. state concept and instructional
objectives. They suggested that a course outline and lesson plan should be
prepared at the district level. With regard to organizing teaching-learmning
activities, the teachers were not able to organize ¢very step of the activities as
stated in the lesson plan. and were not competent in teaching especially in
organizing activities for composition, criticism, and speaking, They suggested
_that Thai teachers should be graduates of Thai major, and the study time for
Thai language skills should be increased. Furthermore, there should be traihing
on teaching techniques for Thai teachers. As for classroom environment, there
were too many students per class, and there was a lack of financial budget for
teaching materials. The teachers suggested that there should be an addition of
more school buildings and a decrease in the number of students per classroom.
With regard to instructional media, the teachers nerther had time to produce
them, nor had they any budget for the production. There were not enough
instructional media for students. They suggested an increase in the budget and a
provision of modern media. In measurement and evaluation, the teachers were
unable to evaluate all four skills and incapable of constructing an instrument for
evaluation. Théy suggested a cooperation between provinees, djstricté., and
schools to develop a standardized test. With regard to remedial teaching, the
teachers were not available to teach and also had small number of media to
utilize. They suggested that\teachiﬁg load should be lowered and innovative

instructional media should be provided.
