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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to investigate 5 areas of the
problems in teaching Life Expcriencé of Prathomsuksa Six teachers in
schools under the Office of Pattani Provincial Primary Education : confent,
teaching preparation, instructional activity manipulation, instructional media
and measurement and evaluation; (2) to compare the problems in teaching
Life Experience of such teachers with difference in academic degree, teaching
experience in the area, teaching training in the area and school size; and
(3) to gather problems in teaching the subject area and suggestion for
teaching improvement of the subject area of Prathomsuks; Six teachers
in accordance to the Primary Education Curriculum of Buddhist Era 2621
(Revised Version of Buddhist Era 2533).

The sample for this study comprised 182 Prathomsuksa Six teachers
in the academic year 1997 drawn from schools under the Office of Pattani
Provincial Primary Education. The research instrument for data collection
comprised a rating-scale questionnaire, with 0.97 reliability, Data were
analyzed through SPSS/PC’ programme using percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, t-test, F-test and pair test by Scheffe method.

The findings of the study were as follows :

1. The samples had their problems in teaching Life Experience at a
medium level.

2. The samples with different academic degree had different problems
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in teaching life experience.

8. There was no significant difference in the problems of teaching
life experience among the samples with and without teaching life experience
training and difference school size.

4. Problems and suggestions for teaching improvement as suggested
by the respondents include the following: As contents in some lessons were
too difficult, lengthy and unsuitable for the local environment; it was
suggested that a local curriculum be established for current resources of
knowledge; a kiosk for daily newspapers be provided and established.
As for teaching preparation, teachers could not furnish their lesson plans on
a continwal and regular basis; no guidelines in making lesson plans were
available and teachers lacked knowledge on the analysis of curriculum as
well as its essence and guiding objectives. It was suggested that some time
allocation be provided for teaching preparation; workshops and training
sessions for formal lesson planning be provided for teaching staff and
regularly and seriously supervised by the school administrators teaching staff
and regularly and seriously supervised by the school admimistrators. For
instructional activity manipulation, teachers lacked knowledge and skills in
process-based teaching; they were not able to make the full cycle of
teaching processes complete as stated in the lesson plans; teaching aids
were not used; at worst, in some schools classrooms and teaching staff were
inadequate. It was suggested that training workshops and demonstration
sessions on process—based instruction be prt;l\rided; teachers of science major
should lead as model teachers; teaching aids be provided adequately to meet
class size and contents. As for instructional media, there was scarcity of
teaching aids, or if any were unfit for use; or else, teachers lacked skills
in handling certain types of instructional media. It was suggested that an
inventory of number and quantity of instructional media available in each
school be mede; purchasing and procuring of instructional media be handled
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and distributed through proper offices at a district/provincial level. Also,
training workshops on proper utilization of instructional media of all kinds
be provided according to the content afeas. As for measurement and
evaluation, teachers were unable to handle instructional media to cover all
four skills; and they usually lacked knowledge in constructing measurement
instruments. It was suggested that cooperation among provincials and
district offices and schools be closely established as to have standardized
tests and test batteries mede, and instruments of measurement and evaluation

‘be constructed to meet the objectives as well.
