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Abstract

This research was intended to investigate the effects of sitent reading skill by
cartoon on reading comprehension of Prathomsuksa Six students. The samples for this
study comprised 60 Prathomsuksa 8ix students in the second semester of the academic
year 1996 in Ban Kotabaru School under the Office of Raman District Primary Education,
Changwat Yala. The samples were assigned by randomly matched pairing inte 2 groups
of experimental and contrel groups, 30 students in each. The experimental group was
placed under the treatment of silent reading skill by cartoon illustrations while the contral
group was treated under the regular silent reading without cartoon illustrations. Both
groups were pre-tested and post-tested. The research instruments for data collection
were composed of a test of silent reading comprehension, silent reading skil! drills with
cartoon illustrations, silent reading skill drills without cartoon illustrations, 30 fesson plans
of silent reading for the experimental groups and afso 30 lesson plans for the control
group. The experiments were conducted in a total of thirty 20Q-minute sessions, one
session at a time over a 6-week period, five weekdays per week until the completion of

the experiments. Data were analyzed using arithmetic mean, standard diviation and t-test.

The findings of the study were as follows. :

higher scores on reading

1. The students in the experimental group gain
comprehension in the post-test than in the pre-test significantly at .001 level. -

2. The sludents in the control group gained higher scores on reading comprehension in
the post-test than in the pre-test significantly at .001 leveil.

3. The students in the experimental group gained higher scores on reading

comprehension than those In the_control group significantly at .05 level.
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
