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ABSTRACT

The purposes of thia research were twofold:
(1) to investigate people’s needs for the performance
under the New Hope Project (NHP) in five southern
border provinces in terms of four aspects of the
peformance: economic, social, educational, and public
health; and (2 ) to compare the levels of people’s
needs for the performance under Lhe New Hope Project
in the Four aspects of its performance with
differences in sex, educational attainment,
occupation, and residence. The samples taken for
the present study were 260 residents of the villages
under the NHP in five southern border provinces.
The instruments for data collection consisted of a
checklist, rating scale questionnaire and open-ended
guestions. Data analysis was computed by the SPSS
(Statistical Package for the Social Sciences)
conputer program. The percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, t-test, F-test and Scheffe® test

were favorably used.
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The findings were as follows:

1. The people’s needs for all four
aspects of the performance under the NHP
in five southern border provinces were
found at a high level in descending order
as follows: social aspect (X = 4.21), public
health aspect (X = 4.06), economic aspect
(X = 3.98), and educational aspect (X = 3.27),
respectively.

2. The results of the study reqarding
the people’s needs for all four aspects of the
performance under the NHP in five scouthern
border provinces in terms of sex, educational
attainment, occupation and residence were as follows,.

2.1 There was no difference in the
people’s needs for all four aspects of the
performance under the NHP as far as the sex
difference was concerned,

2.2 There was no difference in the
people’s needs for all four aspects of the
performance under the KHP as far as the educaltional

attainment difference was concerned.
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2.3 There was a significant difference
att .01 level in the people’®s needs for the performance
related to social aspects under the NHP with regard to
the occupation difference. That is, the people who
were engaged in paddy farming, onland farming, fruit
planting and other occupations expressed more needs
than those who were engaged in fishing activities;
likewise, those engaged in paddy farming expressed
more needs than those engaged in fruit planting.
Likewise, there was a gignificant difference at .01
level in the people’s needs for the performance
related to social aspects under the NHP with regard
to the educational attainment difference. That is,
the people who were engaged in paddy farming and
onland farming expressed more needs than those who
were engaged in fishing activities, and those
engaged in paddy farming expressed wore needs than
those engaged in fruit planting. Also, there was
a significant difference in the people’s needs for
the performance related to economic aspects under
the NHP with regaed to the public health difference.

That is, the people who were engaged in paddy
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farming, onland farming, fruit. planting and other
occupations expressed more needs than those who were
epgaged in fishing activities. But there was no
significant difference in people’s needs for the
performance related to social aspects in all
occupations.

2.4 There was a significant difference
at. .05 in the people’s needs for the ﬁerformance
related to social aspects under NHP with regard
of the residence difference. That is, the people
residing in Narathiwat Province expressed more needs
than those residing in Satun Province. Likewise,
there was a significant difference at .05 level in
the people’s needs for the performance related to
public health aspects under the NHP with regard to
the residence difference. That is, the people
residing in Songkhla Province expressed more needs
than those residing in Satun Province. But for
economic and people’s educational aspects, there

was no significant. difference.
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The suggestions can be hereby made. For
all concerned personnel as the field workers under
the NHP in an area where people were engaged in paddy
farming, onland farming, and fruit planting, they
should pay more attention to the economic and
educational aspects of the development than any other
aspects. Furthermore, social aspects of the
performance should be prominently more emphasized
in Narathiwat than in any other provinces. Likewise,
in order to bring about the desired outcomes, the NHP
performance in the public health should be notably
more emphasized 1in the districts of Nathawee and

Sabayoi of Songkhla province than in any other areas.
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
