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Abstract

This research was intended 1.) to study the level of sacial responsibilities of the
university students in southern Thailand, 2) to compare their social responsibilities
divided by the following variables : sex, institution, class level, parents ' major
occupation, type of activities participating, frequency of participation in activities, grade-
point-average, and housing. |

The samples for the study were 386 university students of which 240 were from
Prince of Songkla University, Hatyai campus ; 81 from Prince of Songkla University, -
Pattani campus ; and 85 from Thaksin University. The sample size was acquired by a
~ proportional stratified random sampling from the population of 10,715 students. The
instrument for data collection was a five-level rating-scale. The daté were analyzed
based on percentages, arithmetic means, standard deviations, t-test, F-test. and the
" Scheffe method of multiple comparisons. |

The findings were as follows :

1. The social responsibilities of the university students in southern Théiland were
in the high level, both overall and in each aspect. .

2. The male and female students were not different in their overall social
responsibilities. As for each aspect, the female students showed higher level of social
responsibilities in obeying laws or social regulations and keeping up with social events
than male students did. |

3. The students from various institutions were significantly different in overall

social responsibilities. The students from Prince of Songkla University, Hatyai campus
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| had higher level of overall so’cial responsibilities than Thaksin Univers.ity ' § students, As
for each aspect, The social responsibilities concerning social security a\;\/areness,
cultural preservation, and participation in social development of the students from Prince
of Songkla Uhiversity. Hatyai campus were higher than those of the students from Prince
of Songkla University, Pattani campus and Thaksin University. As for keeping up with
social events, Thaksin University * s students were higher responsible than those from
Prince of Songkla University, Hatyai campus and Pattani campus.

| 4. Qverall, the students whose class levels were varied were not different in their
sacial responsibilitiss. Considéring each aspect, the fourth year students were higher
responsible for keeping up with social events than the second-year students. |

5. The students who had different grade-pdintéaverages were nbt differant in
their social responsibilities. Those who had over 3;00 in their GPA : s were higher
responsible for keeping up with social events than those whose GPA ' s were less than
2.00, or betwéen 2.51-3.00.

6. The students who differed in their parents ' major occupation, type of activities'
participating.. frequency of participation in activities, and housing were not different in
overall and each aspect social responsibilities. ‘

7. The suggestions for_ further appilication of the findings were that the
universities in southern Thailand promote and emphasize the students-' activities that
enhance all types of social responsibilities, as well as instill moral and ethical behavicr
for the students to develop mentally and intellectually, thus, they live accordingly in the

society. Besides, there should be a regular control of the students ' behavior.
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
