Abstract

This research had 4 objectives: 1) to study teachers’ level of setting up classroom
atmosphere, 2) to study elementary school students’ levels of classroom discipline behaviors, |
3) to study the relationships between classroom atmosphere setting and the students’ classroom
discipline behaviors, and 4) to create equations for predicting the students’ classroom discipline
behaviors. The samples of this research were 348 teachers of grades 2, 3, and 4 in the clementary
schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Basic Education Commission in Nakon Si
Thammarat Province,

The research instrument was a questionnaire of 3 parts. The first was a survey
questionnaire about the status and basic information of the respondents. The second was a
questionnaire of 7- rating scale about the level of classroom atmosphere setting. Lhe 14 jtems of
which reliability was .8081 concerned physical atmosphere setting, The 30 itewus of which
reliability was 9002 concerned psvchological atmosphere setting. This part’s total reliability was
.9167. The third part was a 39-itcm questionnaire of 7- rating scale about the students” level of
classroom discipline behaviors. Tts reliability was .88R0). Frequency, pereentage, arithmetic
means, standard deviation, Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient, and regression were

used for data analysis.
The findings were as follows:

1. Overall, the classroom atmosphere setting was at a high level, Considered by aspects,

both the physical and psychologicdl aimosphere settings were at a high level.



2. Overall, the students’ classroom discipline behaviors were at a rather high level.

3. The classroom atmosphere setting and the students’ classroom discipline behaviors
related positively at the significant level of .01

4. The classroom atmosphere sefling could predict 24.71 per cent of the students’

classroom discipline behaviors at the significant level of .01, through the following cquations:
