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Abstracl

The objectives of this research were to study the quality level of female labour life in
the seafood industrial plants in Changwat Pattani (Pattani Province), based on the four
components of the quality of life : economic life, physical health, mental hcalth and living
quality; and 1o compare the quality of those female workers' lives by demographic variables: age,
marital status, job description, types of employment and work experience.

The sample of the stndy consisted of 260 female workers in the seafood indusirial
plants in Pattani Province. The subjects were selected by way of multistage sampling from the
total population of 4,121. The data were collecied by the use of the questionnaire on the
components of the quality of life. The reliability of the measure on each component ranged from
0.81 to 0.97. The statistics used were percentage, means, standard deviation, One-Way Analysis
of Variance (ANOVA), and the Scheff¢ test.

The results were as follows:

1. The economic life of the femule workers in the scatood industrial plants in Pattani
Province was at a low level.

2. The quality of their physical health was quite good.

3. The quality of their mental heallh was at a normal level.

4. Their living quality was quitc good.

5. The female workers of the Pattani seafeod industrial plants at the age from 23 to 35
years old and above 35 years old had better mental health than thosc at the age below 25 years
old. The difference was stalistically signiticant at the .05 level. Those at the age below 25 had

better living quality than those at the age above 335, The difference was significant at the .01 level.
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6. ‘'The single female workers of the Pattani seafood industrial plants had better mental
health than their married counterparts. The difference was statistically significant at the level of
05

7. The female workers who worked in the material receiving section had better
economic life than those in the packaging section.

8. ‘lThere were no significantly differences in economy, physical health, mental health,
and living quality among the female workers who worked tor salarics, daily or hourly wages and
who were paid by the amount of their work in kilogram.

@, There were no significantly differences in economy, physical health, mental health,
and living quality between the female workers with work experience and those without work
expericnec.

Based on the Nindings from the study, the related organizations and industrial plants'
operators should support a raise in wages for the female labour and provide proper welfare to
reduce the workers' expenses, Mental health care should also be provided. The quality level of

fermale workers' lives will then be raised in the future.
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
