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ABSTRACT

The purpase of this study was to find out sconomic, social,
cultural and medical factaors affecting the utilization of traditianal
and modern delivery care service by Thsi Muslim mothers in sguthern
border provinces of Thailand.

The data were collected by wmeans of interviewing 218 Thai Mus-—
lim mothers, who had the last child whose age was not more than 1 yeapr
. and 6 months. They were taken from Tambon Bandozinae, Tambon Yahs and
Tambon Patae, &8l1 belonging to Yaha District, Yala Province. In the
dats enalysis, the discriminant analysis was employed.

The findings were as follows ¢

The sampling subjects were found wutilizing traditional deli-
very care sgrvice more than madern one. As regard factaors affecting
the uvtilization aof traditiona! and modern delivery care service,it was
found that gegdrephical distance from the place of residence to thae
delivery care service sectaor was the most important factor. Next im-
partant factors in the decreasing order to it were §: ghility to speak
Thai language, family income, travelling costs, education attainment,
knowledge aboub the utilization of delivery care service, faith of
birth attendant, social distance, expenditure of the uti{lizatian, size

of land used and the number of persons who can esrn money in a family.

These factors predicted the utilization of traditional &nd modern

daelivery care service corprectly at 90.83 percent.
