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Abstract

This research had 3 bhjectives: 1) to study the level of practice concerning classroom
rules and procedures, 2) to smudy the level of elassroom discipline behaviors of clementary
school students, 3} to study the relationships between classroom rules and classroom discipline
hehaviors of these elementary school sludents, 4) (o study the relationships between classroom
procedures and these students” classroom discipline behaviors, and 5) fo create equations for
predicting their classroom discipline behaviors. The sample of this research was". 330 eacher of
grades 2, 3, and 4 in the elementary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Rasic
Education Commission in Pattani province. The research instrument was divided into 4 parts.
The first was a 5-ilem survey gquestionnaire about the status and basic background ol the
respondents, ‘The second was a 24-item questionnaire of 7- rating scale about Icvels of practice
concerning classtoom rules. Its reliability was .957. The third was a 38-item questionnaire of
7- rating scale aboul ie‘vels of practice concerning classroom procedures. Tis reliability was (983,
The fourth was a 39-itcm questionnaire of 7- rating scale about classroom discipline behaviors.
Its reliability was .942. The total reliability of the four questionnaires was .970. Frequency,
percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation, Pearson’s product moment corrclation

coefficients, and multiple regression were used for data analysis.
The tindings were as follows :

1. Overall, the practice conceming classroom rules and procedures was at a rather
high level.
2. Overall, the elementary students’ classroom discipline behaviors were at a rather

high level.



3. Classroom rules and the students’ classroom discipline behaviors related positively

at the significant level of .01.

4. Classroom procedures and the students’ classroorn discipline behaviors related

positively at the significant level of .01.

3. Classroom procedures could predict 10.2 per cent of the siudents” classroom

discipline behaviors, at the significant level of .01, through the following equations:
