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ABSTRACT

This action research aimed to study the model for the promotion of pre-school child
development through the participation of family and community and factors affecting such a
promotion as well as their results. The studied area was Mu 5, Ban Bukeh, tambon Munoh,
Amphoe Su-ngaigolok, Changwat Narathiwat. There were 2 groups of samples: one of 23 core
community leaders selected through specified random sampling and one of 41 families with
children between 1- 3 years old. A questionnaire, observations, focus group, and an interview were
used in data collecting. Percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and a content analysis were
used in data analysis.

It was found that there were 6 steps in the building model: creating the right
atmosphere for the community’s acceptance of the researcher and selecting core community leaders;
enabling the community to recognize the significance of promoting pre-school child development
and to change its preconceptions to encourage co-operative working; organizing forums to analyze
problems; surveying its needs and seeking guidelines together; determining an action plan; carrying
out the plan; and evaluating the model. The results of this action research were that the families
recognized the significance of their participation in promoting pre-school child development and
acted accordingly, they gained a high level of knowledge for such a promotion and put it to good
practice, and 92.68 % of the pre-school children had overall development appropriate for their age.
The favorable factors for this model were leadership of the core community leaders; the
community’s vision, interest, and co-operation; and the research process which emphasized
participation. The unfavorable factors were the core leaders’ household responsibilities, conflicts

among the leaders, budget allocation, and insurgency in the area.
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
