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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this resesarch were (1} to investigate the
relationships between variables under study and the level of the
participation of adult home-economics group members in the supplementary
income activities; (2) to search for an appropriate predicted equation
for such participation; (3) to compare all varlabels; and (4) to
investigate the problems and possible solutions to such problems of
adult homew-economics group members in the supplementary income activities.
The independent variables under study were.(i) age, (ii) educatiomal
level, (iii) income, (iv) marital status, (v) family size, (vi} job
position, (vii) length of residence in the community, (viii) contact
with adult home-economics officials in the past year, (ix) knmowledge
and understanding of the principles, aims and operations of the
supplementary income activities, (x) attitude toward the supplementary
income activities, and (xi) attitude toward adult home-economics
officials. The dependent variables were level of the group members
participation in the supplementary income activiries. The sgbjectg

were 178 adult home-zconomics group mcmbers who participated in the
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supplementary income activities in Pattanl Province during 1988-1939.
The instrument for data collection was a questionnaire comprising five
sections : Section I was on the subject's socio-economic status
(SES); Section II was an achievement tast on the subjects!
understanding of the principles, aims and operations of the
supplementary income activities; Sectlons III and IV consisted of a
likert scale gquestiocnnaire on the subjects' attitudes teward cperaticns
of the supplementary income activities; on the subjects' attitudes
toward operations of adult home-economics officials; and operations
of the supplementary income activities respectively; and in addition,
Section V ceonsisted of rthree open-ended questions concerning the
subjects' suggestions on rclated issues, problems, and possible
solutions to such problems. In the data analysis, Lhe Stepwise
Multiple Regression Analysis Design was employed through the
Statistical Package for the Social Science (SPSS) for One-Way ANOVA,
t-Test, and a predicted equation.

'he major findings of the study were as follows :

1, There was a positive relationshipn between the subjects!
attitude toward adult home-economics officials, attitude toward
the supplementary income activities, educational level, marital status,
and contacr with adult home-sconomics cfficials in the past year
and the level of the subjects' participaticn in the supplementary
income activities at a .Ul level of the statistical significance.
However, there was 2 negative relationship between the subjects'

job position and the level of the subjects! participation in the

supplementary income activities at a .01 level of the statistical
significance. In addition, there were a positive relationship

between 10 pairs of independent variables and a negative relationship
between six palrs of independent variables at a .0l level of rhe
statistical significance.

2. The most appropriate indicators in predigting the level of
the subjects' participation in the supplementary income activities at
a .01l level of the statistical significance were attitude toward
adult home-zconomics officials, attitude toward the supplementary
income activities, and educational level. The result of the raw-score

calculations was depicted as a predlcted eguation below

3. The subjects with a higher-than-Prathom V1 education
and those with & Prathom IV to Prathom VI education had a higher
level of participation in the supplementary income activities than
those with a Prathom IV education at a .05 level of the statistical
significance.

4. The subjects who were married had 2 higher level of
participation than those who were either widows/widowers or
divorcees at a .05 level of the statistical significance.

5. The subjects who were adult home-econcmics committee
members had a higher level of participation than those who were not

at a .01 level of the slLatistical significance.
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©. The subjects who had 10-12 times of contact with adult
home-economics officials in the past year had a higher level of
participation than those who had less than 3 times of contact with
the officials at a .05 level of the statistical significance.

7. The subjects with high attitude toward the supplementary
income activities had a higher level of participation in the
supplementary income activities than those with low attitude toward
the supplementary income activities at a .0l level of the statistical
significance.

8. The subjects with high attitude toward adulr
home-economics officials had a higher level of participaticn in the
supplementary income activities than those with low attitude toward
adult home-economics officials at a .0l level of the statistical
significance,

9. The subjects whose age, income, family size, length of
rcsidence in the community, knowledge and underétanding of the
supplementary income activities were different did not show a
significant difference in the level of participation in the
supplementary income activities,

10. The main lssues and problems as suggested by the subjects
under study dealt mostly with those of the lack of marketing for their
praducts; consequently it was suggested that the concerned governmental
agencies help establish a more permanent marketlog channel for their

products.
