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Abstract

This research had 3 objectives: 1) to study the level of child rearing practice, group
process, instruction management, 2) to study the level of classroom discipline behaviors of
elementary school students, 3) to study the relationships between child rearing practice, group
process, instruction management and classroom discipline behaviors of elementary school
students. The sample of this research was 363 Prathomsuksa six students in the elementary
schools under the educational service area office,Yala zone one.

The research instrument was divided into 5 parts. The first was a 3-item survey
questionnaire about the basic background of the respondents. The second to the fifth were the
questionnaires of 5-rating scale. The second was a questionnaires about the level of child rearing
practice. The 13-items of which reliability was .8070 concerned the democratic child rearing
practice. The 14-items of which reliability was .8701 concerned the strict child rearing practice.
The 14-items of which reliability was .9290 concerned the negligent child rearing practice. The
third was a 12-items questionnaire about group process. Its reliability was .9018. The fourth was
a 20-items questionnaire about instruction management. Its reliability was .8416. The fifth was a
37-item questionnaire about classroom discipline behaviors. Its reliability was .8760. Frequency,
percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation, Pearson’s product moment correlation
coefficients, and multiple correlation coefficients were used for data analysis.

The findings were as follows :

1. Overall, the democratic child rearing practice was at a high level. Overall, the strict

child rearing practice was at a moderate level. Overall, the negligent child rearing practice was at

a low level. Overall, the group process was at a high level. Overall, the instruction management
was at a high level.

2. The elementary school students’ classroom discipline behaviors were at a moderate
level.

3. Each patterns of child rearing practice, group process and instruction management

related to the students’ classroom discipline behaviors at the significant level of .001
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
