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Abstract

This research is intended (1) to investigate the level of school
supervision by school admimstrators or assigned authorities, (2) to investigate
the level of teaching behavior of elementary school teachers, (3) to study the
relationship between the school supervision and the teaching behavior of the
teachers, and (4) to gather information about problems and suggestions
pertaining to the organization of instructional activities. The subjects of ths
study are the teachers who taught in elementary schools in the 1996 academic
year, under the Office of Phatthaiung Provincial Primary Education .

In collecting the data, two sets of questionnaires are used. One is a
questionnaire on the school supervision by administrators or assigned
authorities, the reliability of which is 0.98. The other is a questionnaire on the
teachers’ teaching behavior, the reliability of which is 0.98. The data is then
analyzed for percentages, arithmetic mean, standard deviation and simple
co-efficient of contingency.

The findings are as follows:

1. As perceived by the subjects, the overall school supervision by
administrators or assigned authorities s at a high ievel. When each area is
considered, it is found that in the areas of ‘curriculum and its implementation,’
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‘assessment and evaluation’ and ‘academic seminar/training,” the supervision
i at a high level. In the areas of ‘teaching and learning,” and “provision of
academic materials and instructional aids,’ the supervision is at a moderate
level.

2. As perceived by the subjects, the overall teaching behavior of
clementary school teachers is at a high level. When each area is considered, it
is found that in the areas of ‘ teaching preparation,’ ‘organization of
instructional activities,” ‘instructional environmental design,” and ‘assessment
and evaluation,’ their teaching behavior is at a high level. However, in the
areas of ‘use of instructional aids,” and ‘remedial teaching,” their teaching
behavior is at a moderate level.

3. The overall relationship between the school supervision and the
teachers’ teaching behavior is found to be positive; the significant difference is
at the level of .001 and the co-efficient of contingency is 0.6695. The
co-variance between the school supervision and the teachers’ teaching behavior
is 44.82 %.

4. Pertaining to the school supervision, the respondents have suggested
that in the area of ‘curriculum and its implementation,’ the administrators or
assigned authorities encourage the teachers to prepare their lesson plans prior
to their teaching, check the lesson plans regularly, and encourage the
teachers to study and analyze the curriculum prior to their teaching. In the area
of ‘teaching and learning,” it has been suggested that regular supervision,
teaching observation and demonstration as well as classroom visits be carried
out and kept on record by the administrators. In the area of “provision of
academic materials and instructional aids’, it has been suggested that adequate
materials and instructional aids be supplied, to the needs of the teachers and in
accordance with the course contents,In the area of ‘assessment and evaluation,’
it has been suggested that regular assessment and evaluation by the teachers be
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encouraged and well kept on record, and that the teachers be encouraged to
acquire knowiedge on assessment and evaluation as well as assessment and
evaluation tools design. In the area of ‘academic seminar/training,’ it has been
suggested that more seminar and/or training on improvement of teaching and
learning be organized for the teachers.

5. The crucial problems pertaining to the organization of instructional
activities by elementary school teachers under the Office of Phatthalung
Provincial Primary Education include the teachers’ lack of time to prepare
their mstruction prior to their teaching, inability to organize all required
activities, inability to use instructional aids due to their nsufficiency, inability
to design favorable instructional environment due to lack of budget, and lack
of knowiedge on assessment and evaluation and remedial teaching,
